Ten
great warships in all took part in the bombard.
ment, and hetween them fired no fewer than 200
shelle. The enemy replied in a enirited manner,
bt their re wus pimy cocspared itk tiat of

The rmaller projectiles thrwen_ by Admiral
Sampson's ships were S-inch shells. They wrought
enormous destruction on the Spanish works, which
were practically destroyed after three hours' bom-
bardment.
The bombardment had not procexied half an

narrow channel from the harbour, and was at-
tempting {o place explosives in the wreck of the
Merrimac. Other Spanish warships were bohind
the Reina Mercedos, and it was evident that they
had started out to engage the American flect. but
were stépped hy the wrack, which had therefore,
a6 claimed by Admiral Sampson, effectively
blorked the exit of the Spanich ships.

The battleship Oregon was the nearest of the
American ships to the entrznce to the harbour,
and the at onee directed her attention to the Reina
Mercedes. One of the first shells fired by the
Oregon fell plump on to the cruiser's deck and
demolishe the funnel and all her top bamper. Tt
was subsequently ascertained that this single shell
killed an officer and five scamen and wounded an

officer and sixtoen men.
The American sailors said that the Spanish ship
was badly Lit. They cheered loudly. and the

Oregon and other warships rained ehell upon the
Reina Mercedes. Tho cruiser was struck re-
peatadly, and before long her crew was ol
to desert her. She was then to 2ll intents and
purposes & wreck. Medntime the other ships of
the attacking fieet were pounding the forts and
batteries. making superb practice.

General Panda, however, had sent scme 2000 men.
to Buiquiri in anticipation of the arrival of the
Americans, and these soon afterwards attacked
the invaders with great fury. The insurgents
fought side by side with the American troops,
and siter a Gerce but short engagement the
Spanish attack was repuleed, the encmy retreat-
ing towards Santiago, leaving their dead and

wounded on the ficld of battle.

AMERICAN FLEET.

SPANISH FORTS NOW A
MASS OF RUINS.

The Evening Journal has received via Cape
Hastien the following sccount of yesterdsy's
bombardment of Santiagn:—

The first gup was fired frcm the Towa, and was
directed aguinst Morro (‘ ‘astle, where Lieutenant
Hobenn and his men reported to b im-
prisonnl. The shet fise wide oror. the Chila
but the second tore one of the batteries to
flinders. Thera wero ten ironclds in line for-
mation passing backwards and forwards from
Port Cabrera on the west to Port, Aguaderes on
ths east. Not a yard of the coast ecaned the
shells from the fleot. Over 1500 of these, not
counting the shots from the small pounders,
were fired.

An hour after the bombardment commenced
the American ships moved closer to the mouth
of the harbour. where tho cruiser Reina Mercedes
was discerned attempting to place explosives
sbout the hull of the Merrimac in order 10 blow
her up and clear the channel. A hell from the
Oregon landed squarely abaft the pilot-house of
the Reina Mercedes, and tore all her unper works
to threds, Lilling some officers and sulors and
weunding wany others. Admiral Cervera hers-
upon ordered the cruiser to be abandoned, and
the survivors sought the shore.

The Spanish casualties achore were hardly less
serious. The forts protecting Santiago are now
mass of ruins, Morro Castle being a shapeless.
pile of ruined masonry and dismantled euns.

Firing was

on purpose to ive the
fleet a chance of dinner, and was resumed at
noon. Shortly after this a party of American

marines near Buiquiri was attacked by a force
oi Spanish infantry, and a sauadron of cavalry
insurgents were posted in the neighbourhood,
md with their aid the marines successfully took

a position, making it later on a base from
whichtho Bpaniards were defestod with heavy
loes and driven back towards Santiago, leaving
lhelr wounded behind.

The New York Jonrnal despatch states that
he warships moved like clockwork, and as they
moved they fired at every battery that c-uld he
scen on shore of which the position could
Judged.

Morro
Custle had been spared because it had ieen given
out by Admiral Cervera that Licutenant Hobson
and hix gallant men were prisoners there. Some-
liow it became known that that statement was
mothing more than a ruse, and then Morro was
punished for the Admiral’s deception.

Many
of the shells, however, Janded in the earthworks,
and caused the Spanish gunners to retire.

Shortly after nine o'elock firing ceased while
the warships were turning in order to enable
them to use their port batteries. When the
bombardment, was renewed the shells from the
American vessels raked the Spanish batteries
with terrible effect. Fire broke out in the Cata-
lina Fort, which soon afterwards was also
silenced.  The bombardment by the fleet was
continued until ten o'clock, when the Spanish

Generally, the fire from the flect was very
destructive, many of the earthworks being
knocked to pieces. After the squadron retired
the Spaniards returned to their guns and fired
twelve more ehells. Throughout the engagement
no American ship was hit, and no one on the
American side was injured.
