WITH Judge Benjamin Mutanga Itoe, presiding pursuant to the provisions of Rule 28
and Rule 40 bis of the Rules of Procedure and Evidence (“the Rules™);

CONSIDERING the Order for Transfer and Provisional Detention Pursuant to Rule 40
bis of Augustine Gbao (“the Suspect”) made on the 18" of March, 2003 ordaining the
provisional detention of the Accused for a maximum period of thirty days, with effect
from the day following that of his transfer to the custody of the Special Court;

CONSIDERING the transfer of the Suspect to the custody of the Special Court on the
